« QuitCore is a group support program that provides
people with strategies and skills they need to quit
tobacco, while connecting them with others who are
also trying to quit. This program is offered in person, as
well as virtually through Zoom.

*Use of cessation medications increases your chances of
success, and the cost of the medications may be covered.
Check with your provider for coverage information.

Information and resources are available at health clinics,
pharmacies, and dental offices in many communities
and AHS locations, including cessation services created
for patients who use tobacco or tobacco-like products.
