RECIPE

Summer Fresh Strawberry and 
Avocado Salad
by Jennifer Puri

Avocado is a large berry with a single seed and has 
much more fat than other fruit. Grown mostly in Central 
America and Mexico avocado trees can live up to  
400 years.

Avocados have yellow or green flesh, a nutty 
flavour and are very popular in vegetarian cuisine. 
They are considered “heart-friendly” as their fat is 
monounsaturated plus they are gluten and cholesterol 
free and contain vitamins B, E, K, omega three fats,  
and potassium.

Loaded with fibre, avocados can be added to smoothies, 
used as a substitute for meat in salads and sandwiches, 
and as a spread on tortillas or sushi.

The flesh of avocados can be prevented from browning 
by adding lime or lemon juice. Avocado slices can 
be added to hamburgers, soups or served with fresh 
strawberries and spinach leaves as shown in this recipe 
for Summer Fresh Strawberry and Avocado Salad.

Prep Time: 15 minutes

Servings: 3 to 4

Ingredients:
•	150 gm fresh spinach leaves
•	500 gm fresh strawberries cut in halves

•	2 avocados
•	½ small red onion, finely sliced
•	½ cup shredded almonds
•	½ cup olive oil
•	1 tbsp. grainy Dijon mustard
•	2 tbsps. maple syrup
•	1 tbsp. lemon juice
•	½ tsp. salt 
•	¼ tsp. coarsely ground black pepper

Directions:
•	Prepare dressing by combining the olive oil, Dijon 

mustard, maple syrup, lemon juice, salt and black 
pepper in a small bowl or jar, blend well and set aside.

•	Place the washed spinach, strawberries, and sliced 
onion in a large bowl. Peel the avocados, remove 
the seeds, slice, and add to the salad mixture. Drizzle 
with the prepared dressing and gently toss until all 
the ingredients are combined. Garnish with shaved 
almonds and serve.

Just before the end of the spring sitting, hundreds, 
maybe even thousands, of emails expressing 
disappointment and discontent around Bills 18, 20, and 
21 were sent to MLA offices across the province. My 
office was no exception. To be frank, the bills centralize 
more power and control within the provincial Cabinet. 
This seems to run counter to the premier’s previous 
preference for small government, reducing red tape, 
and local autonomy and decision-making.

Bill 18 allows the provincial government to intervene on 
any funding that may flow from a “federal entity” to a 
“provincial entity” on any grounds, including ideological 
ones. Municipalities big and small, post-secondaries, 
health regions, and school boards will be impacted. 
Consider housing funding, research grants, and French-
language programming.

Bill 20 gives Cabinet the ability to remove a Councillor 
and repeal bylaws and re-introduces corporate and 
union donations to politics. It also allows political 
parties in municipal elections in Calgary and Edmonton.

Bill 21 grants permission to the province to take over 
from the local authority in the case of an emergency or 
natural disaster.

Criticism of these bills was decidedly bipartisan. 
Councillors in rural municipalities that voted heavily 
for this government have been speaking out against 
them. There are even folks who otherwise support the 
government raising concerns about how these powers 
could be used if a different party wins the next election.

I support local governments’ freedom to pursue funding 
opportunities that rise to meet community needs. I 
support academic freedom, and the pursuit of higher 
learning and innovation free of political or ideological 
interference. I support transparency and the democratic 
process that sees us elect local representatives to work 
on our behalf. I had the privilege to speak to these values 
in the Legislature and I welcome more conversations 
with Calgary-Currie residents over the course of the 
summer. Please reach out!
